The final reflections of the first edition of ISTH (2014) round table have demonstrated that the debate on
strategies to effectively implement the EU 2020 goals aiming at a greater involvement of cities and regions
in the European policies is still open. The territorial cohesion policy at global and local level, including
through the assumption by the Commission of the ,smart specialization’, better Rnown as approach ,RIS3’,
led to controversial discussions, such as on the relationship between specialization and diversification up to
question on the current role of Rnowledge and technologies to the European economy.

In addition, the recent European documents, among others the Leipzig Charter, the VI Report on Economic
and Social Cohesion, and EU 2020, identifies a number of major challenges, such as: the challenge of
competitiveness, the Rnowledge society, the domestic and international accessibility, and the inclusion and
social cohesion.
